President Mehta has received many awards including Lions
clubs’ coveted “President’s Medallion” for the last 23 years,
the Lions International Key Award and Medallion for spon-
soring 250 new members and 19 extension awards for organ-
izing new clubs. We look forward to welcoming him to Van-
couver in April.
